Basset Hounds are expected to be judged on the ramp during breed judging.

No gasoline or diesel generators are permitted inside any building or within 100 feet of any tent in which this dog 
show is conducted.
As specified in Chapter 12, Section 4 of the AKC Rules Applying to Dog Shows, information contained on the entry 
form is required to be published in the club’s show catalog. This information is also subject to publication in other media.
Entry Fees shall not be refunded in the event that a dog is absent, disqualified, excused by Veterinarian or Judge, or 
barred from competition by action of the event's Show Committee.

WHEN YOU SIGN THE ENTRY FORM, YOU AUTOMATICALLY AGREE TO THE FOLLOWING TERMS CONCERNING MOTELS 
EXTENDING THEIR PLACE TO YOU.
THE FOLLOWING RULES HAVE BEEN ESTABLISHED FOR THE GOOD OF ALL EXHIBITORS CONCERNED.
1.	 Plastic sheeting is to be placed under every crate in motel rooms. This will keep carpets clean & dry. Plastic sheeting for each 

crate will be the responsibility of each exhibitor to provide HIS/HER own.
2.	D ogs must be crated when owner is out of the room. NO EXCEPTIONS.
3.	D ogs must be kept on a leash at all times while in the hotel, lobbies or on hotel grounds. Rooms & lobby must be kept clean of 

dog debris.
4.	D ogs should be "exercised" in designated areas on motel premises. Every dog owner is expected to pick up after their own dog 

& dispose of waste in designated trash cans. It is the responsibility of the dog owner to find out from the innkeeper where these 
areas & cans are located.

5.	D ue to the severe clogging problems with the drain pipes, no dog may be bathed in the hotel.
